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Death of Yemeni Historian Sultan Nagi **

The Yemeni Writers Union feel deep regret and sadness on the death of well-known
Yemeni historian, Sultan Nagi, an ex- member of the Executive Council of the Association,
who died on Friday morning in one of London hospitals during treatment due to chronic
disease.

It was mentioned in the statement of the secretariat-general of the union issued yesterday.

The Yemeni historian, Mr. Sultan Nagi, was one of the remarkable students in the field of
historical research since the sixties, held significant offices and positions in the area of the
Yemeni history study, including membership of the permanent cultural and social
committee in the Supreme People's Council, membership of the executive committee for
the Yemeni Writers Union, and membership of the Board of Directors of the Yemeni
Center for Cultural Researches, Monuments and Museums. Also, he served as a member
of editors for the following reviews: Review of Studies, Conference of Alumni Review in
mid sixties, al-Hikmah, Journal of the Yemeni Writers Union in the first half of the
seventies, Review of the Arab Historian, Journal of the Arab Historians Union in Bagdad,
finally, Revew of Al-Ekleel, Journal of Ministry of Information, Sana'a.

The deceased, Sultan Nagi honored twice in Science festival - day, and he was granted a
Medal of Literature and Arts by the government in 1977, also granted the medal of the
Arab historian on February 22, 1987.

For the deceased, he was one of the historians who were experts in the Yemeni affairs,
tens of his studies, researches in specialized reviews and academic periodicals were
published, the most important of his books are: (Military History of Yemen 1839 — 1967)
which is considered as a political - military study, book of (Selected and Annotated
Bibliography on Yemen) issued in both two Arabic and English Languages in Kuwait. And
book of (Role of Fatah Al-Algazirah in the Events of 1948 in Sana'a).

The deceased was married, with five sons and daughters: Oras, Osan, Ma'een, Yazan and
Raydan.
