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Introduction of Book

Based on the attention of esteemed Council of Minister to establish a department for
documents of Kuwait, Gulf and Arabian Peninsula in the library of the University, the
censorship, according to the approval and encourage of Mr. Anwar Al-Noori, secretary-
general of the University, contacted with Mr. Sultan Nagi in order to take actions for
printing and publishing this bibliography at the expenses of University of Kuwait, as one of
the bibliographies of local and national significance issued by the censorship.

This bibliography contains Arabian and English annotated references about Yemen, that
many of Arabic references reached 822, 263 are manuscripts, while the foreign references
reached 1779. All these references are arranged objectively.

Noteworthy, the author initiated the Arabic part by an introduction on the bibliographical
importance, and difficulties he faced in England and Egypt, and Yemen itself, for the sake
of getting information. He also introduced the foreign part by a short essay about the
history of Yemen. This bibliography comprised all what was issued on Yemen up to the
midyear of 1972.

The censorship acknowledges Mr. Sultan Nagi on his great efforts exerted over the years
to prepare this bibliography. Also we thank Dr. Ahmed Badr and Mr. Ibrahim Al-Khazendar
for oversight to check and correct the proof sheets of the Arabic part especially. As the
censorship mentions that many Arabic and foreign references — in this bibliography are in
need of supplementation or correction in its bibliography, while the censorship hopes to
issue the next edition in the state of more completion in God's willing.

We hope that this bibliography will fulfill the expected purpose, which prompted the
scientific research movement in Kuwait, Gulf and Arabian Peninsula due to the relevant
connection among these countries of the region in terms of history and geography, and
even in hopes and ambitions too.
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
